
Lesson 3

Second class 

Topic: In the restaurant.

Aims: To develop listening comprehension skills through listening to a dialogue.  To 

consolidate the language used in the unit. In this lesson the pupils will learn to use:

– I like …

– I don't like …

Anticipated problems: The pupils may forget names of food and have problems with 

pronunciation  and  spelling  of  them.  The  pupils  may  also  have  problems  with 

pronunciation of long vowel in don't.

Materials: Pupil's book, Activity book, CD, flashcards with food items

Warm up (5 min.)

After greeting the pupils, the teacher checks pupil's homework.

The teacher displays the flashcards on the blackboard and asks a pair of pupils to come 

to the front. Then the teacher asks them to attach the flashcards on the board in order 

you call them out and asks the rest of the class for verification. 

Presentation (10 min.)

The pupils open their books and the teacher explains to them that Hilary and Henry are 

in  the  restaurant  and  choose   their  favourite  food.  After  that,  the  teacher  plays  the 

recording and asks the pupils to point to each picture in their books in turn. The pupils 

listen  and repeat. Then the individual pupils take roles and read out the dialogue.

Practice (15 min.)

The teacher points to the food items in next exercise and asks the pupils to name them. 

The pupils write sentences and check them listening to the recording.

'I like rice. I don't like chicken.

I don't like fish. I like bacon.

I like salad. I don't like eggs' (Davies 2008:73).

The pupils do the task from your activities books.

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Production (10 min.)

The pupils draw and read what they like and don' like in next exercise.

Review (5 min.)

The pupils present their works to the class and say: I like... , I don't like ...

The teacher asks the pupils to do the exercise from the activity book at home.

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Evaluation

The pupils do not have problems with names of food items and pronunciation of them. 

However,  some  of  them have  problems  with  spelling.  The  teacher  should  monitor 

carefully  the  pupils'  writing  during  the  practice  and  production  stages.  To  avoid 

incorrect  pronunciation of  long vowel  in  'don't',  the  teacher  should explain  that  the 

vowel in 'don't' is long like in word 'no'.
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
